school care for my Miss. 
Madison. It is because of 
receiving these services free 
of charge, that I can give

This is a shoe box collection 
for Tsunami victims.  We will 
be using the money collected 
to purchase items for shoe 
boxes and the children will 
pack them as a ministry pro-
ject .
